“Most importantly, it’s vital that we have Council representatives from regional NSW 
onboard ensuring that the issues affecting country communities are heard. 
 
“Applicants can be from anywhere across the state so I’d strongly encourage young 
people from regional NSW to take advantage of this opportunity and apply today.”
